Guido Renggli has been named the Father of Timesharing and now his innovative vision is 
devoted to helping children from deprived family backgrounds, who without such support would 
find it difficult to become productive adults that make a positive contribution to the development of 
their country.” 
 
Van Bergen, whose own company is a major sponsor of AYSSF, says for the time being, the 
Academy will take no more than 20-30 children a year and carry no more than 100 students at 
time.  In the future, goals call from the Academy to build its own educational facility, including a 
small campus for those who do not have an adequate home environment.  The Academy also 
helps its students to find appropriate jobs, once they have finished high school. 
 
AYSSF is a non-profit foundation and exists from donations.  For each child, the Academy needs 
at least US$1000 a year for school fees, clothing, meals and medical cares.  Children may be 
sponsored for $1000/year.  Other donations are also encouraged as preliminary projections for 
the high school campus and trade school indicate that investments of approximately US$1.5
